Peacemaking/Peacekeeping Group Project

Part A – Report – 20 marks

Research and prepare a 1-2 page report on your topic.  Include a timeline of the relevant events pertaining to your topic.  

Part B – Presentation - 10 marks

Prepare a 5-10 minute presentation on your topic.  Your job will be to teach the rest of the class all the relevant points pertaining to your topic.

Part C – Document Assignment – 20 marks

Prepare a document assignment in the same format used in class.  Print documents should be 150-200 words in length.  You will need to find 5 documents:

· 1 Picture or cartoon

· 1 Secondary source

· 3 primary sources

You will then construct 4 questions using IB’s format and mark scheme:
· 1 question on comprehension – 5 marks (split into a and b)

· 1 compare and contrast question (3 documents) – 6 marks

· 1 source evaluation question (2 documents) – 6 marks


· 1 analysis and synthesis – 8 marks

Once you have completed the document assignment, you will have to create a separate  answer key.

· Terms of the Paris Peace Treaties 1919‑20: Versailles, St Germain, Trianon, Neuilly, Sèvres/Lausanne 1923 
Group 2:, 
· The geopolitical and economic impact of the treaties on Europe; the establishment and impact of the mandate system

Group 3: 
· Enforcement of the provisions of the treaties: US isolationism—the retreat from the Anglo–American Guarantee; disarmament—Washington, London, Geneva conferences

Group 4: 
· The League of Nations: effects of the absence of major powers; the principle of collective security and early attempts at peacekeeping (1920-5)

Group 5: 
· The Ruhr Crisis (1923); Locarno and the “Locarno Spring” (1925)

Group 6 : 
· Depression and threats to international peace and collective security: Manchuria (1931-3) and Abyssinia (1935-6).
